Dear Congressman DeFazio:

I am writing to you because I am considering opening a small business as a federally licensed property broker. As you know, property brokers must currently post a $10,000 surety bond before the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration will issue their license.

Certain Industry trade groups are proposing to members of Congress that this bond be increased to $100,000. If the bond is drastically increased, then hundreds of small business owners like me will be adversely affected. Small property brokers will not be able to afford the premium and/or cash collateral requirements. A large bond would eliminate competition and would only serve the interests of the large brokerage companies. Without small brokers like me serving the Industry, independent truckers would be at the mercy of a small, powerful group of large property brokers to secure loads on the backhaul.
On your website, you state you seek to protect the interests of the middle class. If you do sponsor a bill to raise the bond amount, I respectfully ask that you please keep the bond reasonable and affordable for small business owners like me and protect independent truckers against an oligopoly by the big brokerages.
